This is to ensure that the dogs that enter our program are properly assessed and have no aggressive tendencies whatsoever. 
2) Unless otherwise agreed upon, HPAA will pay for all vetting on any dog that is approved to enter our program
3) Being a small organization, we ask that you give us two weeks notice if you can no longer keep the foster animal. 
4) Foster dogs will not be chained or tied to a stationary object. Unless previously discussed with the foster parent, all dogs and cats will be inside animals.
5) If it is found that an animal in the HPAA program is being abused or neglected by his/her foster parent, HPAA reserves the right to immediately confiscate the dog from the foster parent. HPAA is in constant contact with our fosters to ensure a smooth journey for you and your foster dog.
6) All animals in our program are property of H & P Animal Alliance. A foster parent may not adopt an animal out to a home.
